At the November 2019 meeting, the Executive of the Northern Spirit Regional Council approved the 

formation of an Affirm Task Group answerable to the Executive of Northern Spirit Regional Council.   

The objectives of the task group are: 1. To conduct an educational/discernment affirming process 

engaging the Northern Spirit Regional Council and, 2. To bring a recommendation/process to the 

Northern Spirit Regional Council gathering in 2020 about becoming an Affirming Regional Council.”
