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Minutes of the Inaugural Northern Spirit Regional Meeting
Greenview Regional Multiplex
May 23 - 26, 2019

Thursday, May 23, 2019

The Inaugural meeting of Northern Spirit Regional Council of the United Church of
Canada met from 3:00 PM on Thursday, May 23, 2019 to Sunday, May 26, 2019. The
meeting was held at the Greenview Regional Multiplex in Valleyview, Alberta. Leigh
Sinclair presided.

Registration began on Thursday, May 23, 2019 at 12:00 PM. An orientation for Table
Group Facilitators led by Deanna Cox and Ruth Lumax began at 1:30 PM.

Elder with Barbara Goodswimmer led us in a smudging ceremony.

Leigh Sinclair declared the Northern Spirit Regional Council Inaugural Meeting to be
open at 3:00 p.m. with the following statement:

"In the name of Jesus Christ, and by the authority of the Northern Spirit Regional
Commission, | call to order the inaugural meeting of the Northern Spirit Regional
Council. We acknowledge that we do so on Treaty 8 Territory, a traditional meeting
grounds, gathering place, and travelling route to Cree, Dene, Dane-zaa, and Metis.
We ask all the many First Nations, Metis & Inuit, whose footsteps have marked
these lands for centuries.”

Leigh Sinclair introduced those at the front table. Shannon McCarthy, Executive
Minister; and Jamie Mckay, Executive Assistant and Minute Secretary for this
inaugural meeting.

We heard words of welcome from Elder, Barbara Goodswimmer of Red Willow; R.W.
Hoekstra, Edmonton: St. Paul’s United Church; Valleyview Mayor, their worship Vern
Lymburner; Dale Gervais, Councillor of Reeve; and Debbie Stewart, Valleyview United
Church.

We watched a video from the Moderator, The Right Reverend Dr. Richard Bott, who
brought a message of hope and love. He hopes the transition into the new structure
goes smoothly, recognizing this is a huge task that will give way to moments of
excitement as we grow into this new way of working together to support the
ministries and communities of faith as they gather to live out their calls.

We were challenged to reach out to communities of faith around us to learn from
them, support them, and to build the body of the church in a way that we can
celebrate each other’s hopes, dreams, and successes; to truly live Jesus’ call to love
one another.

Ruth Lumax and Marilyn Carroll introduced the physical space for this meeting. They
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thanked the table facilitators, General Council staff, and Tri-Regional staff. They gave
special thanks to people who put together this event including the local arrangements
team, Northern Spirit Regional Meeting planning team, table facilitators, General
Council staff, and regional staff. Youth will be gathering at the Valleyview United
Church and will join the meeting.

Table Introductions Ruth Lumax asked the table groups to take a few minutes and introduce themselves
to each other.

Enabling Motions Ruth Lumax/Marilyn Carroll
NSRC 001-2019 That Northern Spirit Regional Council accept the following Enabling Motions #1 — 10
for this Inaugural Regional Council meeting:

1. Roll of Regional Council:
That the Roll of the Regional Council for the purposes of the Inaugural meeting
be:
i. The members of the Order of Ministry within the bounds served by the
regional council;
ii. Other ministry personnel in a covenantal relationship with a community
of faith within the bounds of the regional council; and
iii. Lay members of the regional council are members of the United Church
who are not ministry personnel and who are elected by communities of
faith. (Manual 2019, C.1.1 &C.1.2)

2. Corresponding Members:
That all invited guests, registered visitors, and staff be corresponding members
of this regional council meeting, with voice but not vote.

3. The Bounds of the Council:
That the bounds of the Council for this meeting of the Regional Council be the
plenary meeting room in the Greenview Regional Multiplex, Valleyview,
Alberta.

4. Minimum Number of Members at Meetings:
That the regional council may meet only if a minimum number of members is
present. If there are 60 or more members, at least 20 members must be
present; and there must be at least one ministry personnel and one lay
member who is not ministry personnel present. Corresponding members are
not counted for this purpose. (Manual 2019;C.4.3)

5. Limits to Debate:
That, without the permission of the Council, no member shall speak more than
once on any proposal or amendment; and that speeches be limited to two
minutes per person on each proposal, except at the discretion of the Convener.

6. Election Procedures for Vacancies in Regional Council Appointed Positions:
i. That the Nominating Committee present a proposal with a slate of
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names for all vacancies at a time prior to the agenda time for voting; and
ii. That all other nominations be presented in writing to the convener of the
Nominating Committee, or her/his designate.

7. Scrutineers:
That the responsibilities of a Scrutineer are to distribute, collect and count
ballots, reporting the result to the Meeting Convener or Executive Minister;
and to count show-of-hand votes when requested by the Meeting Convener or
the Regional Council.

8. Agenda Committee:
That the Agenda Committee for this inaugural meeting of the Regional Council
be the members of the Regional Council Meeting Planning Team, plus one
person designated as Parliamentarian.

9. Materials to be Distributed:
That aside from documentation relevant to this meeting, no other material
shall be distributed to Regional Council Attendees or placed on tables or put on
PowerPoint, within the bounds of the Regional Council Meeting without
permission of one of the Regional Council Meeting Planning Team and
Convener or a designate, the Meeting Convener, or the Executive Minister.

10. Rules of Debate and Order:
That the rules of debate and order for Parliamentary debate be those spelled
out in Appendix to The Manual 2019 (pages 187-191); and that for any point
not covered in such Appendix, the parliamentary rules accepted in Canada
(Bourinot) shall be followed.

CARRIED

“As the Northern Spirit Regional Council of the United Church of Canada, we come
together as people of covenant, remembering our call to be the church, to celebrate
God’s presence, to live with respect in creation, to love and serve others, to seek
justice and resist evil, and to proclaim Jesus, crucified and risen, our judge and our
hope.

We are people of covenant, called to journey on together as lay people and order of
ministry people who represent the communities of faith and ministries with our
bounds. We share this ministry in the name of God, Creator, Christ and Spirit,
seeking new paths for our journey as we move into new structures and new
challenges. We are called to worship and work together with respect and
compassion and encouragement so that we may be renewed in faith and in hope.”

Ruth Lumax described the new structure of Northern Spirit Regional Council. Northern
Spirit refers to all of us, the people, and encompasses the geographical areas as well
as this gathering.
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Executive Council

With the rise of this inaugural meeting, and with the acceptance of the nomination
report, members will form the Executive of Northern Spirit Regional Council. The
Executive may appoint one or more United Church members as a commission to take
on specific responsibilities and make decisions on its behalf.

Property Commission

The property commission deals with property matters for the regional council. As
there are always tight deadlines where responsiveness is key for quick timely
decisions, they are a commission. They make their own decisions, share their minutes,
and send their motions to the executive.

Pastoral Relations Commission
The pastoral relations commission is another group that needs to make decisions in a
timely fashion. They make their own decisions, share their minutes, and send their
motions to the executive. They work with closely with:

e Committee of Ministry Personnel Support

e Committee of Community of Faith Support

e Committee for Lay Leadership Support

Business Process of The Northern Spirit Regional Council Commission has given approval in principle to
Northern Spirit using the General Council model for business at the meeting in Valleyview, Alberta,
Regional Council - 2019.

May 23 - 26, 2019
Shannon McCarthy outlined the three-phase process for business at this meeting:

e Listen — Listening sessions to hear proposals that come before us and where
originators of the proposal will answer questions for clarification.

e Discuss — Time to discuss in table groups and provide feedback. This is the
time to rework proposals so they will be ready to be voted on during the
decision time. We will use warm and cool cards to get a sense of the feeling
on the floor without entering into parliamentary procedure. Everyone has a
say and we are working towards a consensus before voting.

e Decide — We move into parliamentary procedure and vote using the green
cards.

Request for 2020 site  Ruth Lumax made a request for sites for the 2020 meeting.

SUPPER Scott Reynolds said a blessing.

Theme Sandra Beardsall led a theme discussion.

Vespers Vespers were held along with a theological reflection.
Adjournment Leigh Sinclair adjourned the meeting until tomorrow at 9:00 AM.
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Friday, May 24, 2019
Gathering music began at 8:45 AM.
The meeting was opened with a prayer.
Sandra Beardsall continued the theme discussion.

Shannon McCarthy began her report by sharing a few humorous sayings she has
deployed since the regional council entered the new structure on January 1, 2019. A
few of them were:

e “It'sjust a little wet and trampled, it’s still good.” We adopted the attitude
that if everything wasn’t in place and in perfect running order on January 1%,
it'll be okay, we’ll still survive.

e “That’s not our stuff.” We learned quickly to stay focused on what work was
important and essential for the commission and what work we could delegate
to others.

e “It's been 163 days!” The old structure was in place for 94 years and had that
long to ripen and run as effectively as it did.

Shannon made special note of the incredible amount of work that was done by the
Regional Council Transition Commission. Since August 2018, the commission met by
Zoom 17 times, or every two weeks, with many meetings extending past two hours.
They have gone above and beyond in taking on the work that has steadily reached
their hands.

Voting is different this year. A ruling from the General Secretary has stated that the
regional council can only add members-at-large in order to achieve balance between
ordered and lay. Many pastoral charges remain vacant, but they still have the right to
send delegates which means we have a lot more lay people present than we do
ministry delegates.

At this meeting, we have a lot of people who previously had a vote but no longer have
one. We've adjusted our business process to achieve consensus as much as possible
until the actual vote happens. Even if you don’t have a green voting card, you can
participate in every other part of the meeting. The General Secretary is writing a
proposal that will go to the recall General Council Executive meeting in September
which will allow the regional councils to add more members-at-large as needed to do
the work of the regional council.

Shannon asked the Regional Council Commission members to come to the stage to be
seen and acknowledged for the incredible amount of work they have done. Each
commission member received a card of thanks.

Ruth Lumax, Northern Spirit Regional Transitional Commission Chairperson, reported.

Work to begin the transition from conferences and presbyteries to pastoral charges
and regional councils began in May 2018. The commission began work by filling initial
staffing requirements, reviewing our mandate, and reviewing the transitional and
preliminary budgets. They also identified some key areas of priority and agreed to
work by consensus.

The transition commission met monthly in 2018 and began meeting every two weeks
beginning in January 2019. They met three times for face-to-face meetings with the
majority of meetings held online via Zoom.

They identified several things that can be used as touchstones:
e The mission of the church
e The covenantal relationship between communities of faith and the larger
body of the United Church
e The value of shared leadership between lay people and clergy

Under the transition commission’s decision-making mandate, they have:

e Fulfilled staffing requirements and provided severance and gratitude to staff
not being retained

e Established a budget and set amounts for 2019 Mission Support Grants

e Established a Property Commission and developed a Property Policy

e Set a date and place for the inaugural regional meeting

e Agreed to be the body to receive and approve the 2018 Financial statements
for Alberta Northwest Conference
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The transition commission proposes the following for ongoing work and approval by
the regional council:

e Avision for the regional council

e The composition of the regional council’s governing body

e A process and timeline for determining the longer term governance of the

regional council following the interim period filled by the commission

e Nominations policies

e A process for selecting a name for the regional council

Rev Dr. Karen Medland, Office of Vocation Minister for Prairie to Pine, Living Skies and
Northern Spirit Regional Councils gave a report outlining the responsibilities that are
now retained by the Office of Vocation.

Adam Hanley, Ministry and Employment, brought greetings from General Council.

Work of the General Council consists primarily of supporting the regional councils in
their pastoral relations work, creating resources for mission and service committees,
working on pastoral relations resources development, and support of financial
assistance committees.
